Super Bowl predictions are a long-time tradition at Loveland Living Planet Aquarium and are enjoyable by not only spectators but offer unique enrichment for the animals. Rebecca Westover, Curator of Birds and Mammals, said, “This not only helps them interact more actively with their environment, but it also stimulates their problem-solving skills, promoting overall mental and physical enrichment.”
The Aquarium has four Asian small-clawed otters: Honey and Simon, and Kai and Emmie. Both pairs are part of the Association of Zoos and Aquariums’s Species Survival Plan program aimed at increasing genetic diversity and ensuring the survival of endangered and vulnerable species. 
About Asian small-clawed otters:
Asian small-clawed otters are the world’s smallest otters, ranging in size from 4-8 pounds. They can be found in Southern India, Southern China, and parts of Southeast Asia in freshwater wetlands and mangrove swamps at higher elevations. They are currently listed as “vulnerable” by the IUCN Redlist of Threatened Species.
